Cooperation through family
associations

Associations designed to act as intermediate
body in the name of the families

They need to be supported by the families
themselves; example of France; the National
Union of Family Associations is a public

Institution , protected by law and financed by
the State

Local, regional, national and european
associations are needed




Cooperation at european level

FAFCE is offering its capacities , with three main
targets

Work with MEPs and at the Council of Europe
Example: blocking an initiative on surrogacy

Raise awareness of the situation among the
main responsibles of states

Example: initiative at UNESCO
Help the families to raise their voice
Example: the « Mum, Dad and Kids » initiative
